1. What does it mean to truly follow Jesus?  Why do you follow Jesus (if you 
do)?  If you don’t, why not?  What does it mean to walk faithfully after Jesus?  
Why is this important?  How does viewing the end from the beginning helpful 
in walking faithfully?

2. Read Genesis 50:20.
Spoiler alert!  This is Joseph’s heart, his perspective after he has been 
mistreated, abused, forgotten, tempted and sold into slavery - what was 
that perspective?  What is Joseph saying about his faith in God and walking 
faithfully?  What is he ultimately saying about God and His power and plan?

3. Read Genesis 37.
Have there been times you have been mistreated in life?  How did you walk 
through those times?  How would you have responded had you been in 
Joseph’s situation?  What do you hear (or not hear) from Joseph (in light of 
Genesis 50:20) in this situation that may give insight into his faith even at this 
young age?

How do you see God’s sovereign hand at work throughout this chapter?

How do you see God’s hand at work in your own life?

4.  Knowing what you know now from Joseph’s life (so far), how does knowing 
the end from the beginning help in facing difficulties and struggles in life - what 
can you apply?  In your life, what do you already know about the end of your 
life / the end of all things that can help keep difficulties like mistreatment in 
proper perspective?
