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1. When have you experienced being forgotten/neglected/abandoned in your 
life?  Have you ever felt that way about God?  When have you experienced God 
times when people have abandoned you, but you knew God had now?

2. Read Genesis 39:21-23.
If you remember from last week, Joseph had done the right thing, but was 
still thrown into prison.  What do you see in these verses that gives you hope?  
What evidence could Joseph “see” of God in his life when he couldn’t “see” 
God?  How have you experienced this in your life?

3. Read Genesis 40:1-8.
What does the opening phrase “some time after this” tell you about time 
Joseph spent in the prison?  What evidence so you see about Joseph’s attitude, 
how he still remained faithful, had a good attitude and trusted God, even while 
wrongfully imprisoned? (What does verse 7, reading between the lines, tell 
you about his attitude? Hint: the fact that he noticed, how he responded, etc.).  
How should this influence how you respond to your circumstances?

4. Read Genesis 40:9-23.
What does God empower Joseph to do?  What was Joseph’s request after 
he told the cupbearer the interpretation?  While Joseph was trusting in God, 
what might Joseph be thinking in this request?  How is this like what you’ve 
experienced.  Have there been times when you felt God was answering your 
prayer in a certain way, only to discover it was something else?  How did you 
respond?  Why is it difficult to be positive when things don’t turn out like you 
think they should?  How did they turn out for Joseph?

How would you respond if you were in his situation?  How have you been in his 
situation?  What role did God play?  What did you learn?

5. Based on your notes from the message, what is one thing (or 2 or 3) that you  
can implement today to begin living life in a more God-honoring way?
