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1. These teachings of Jesus can be difficult. What do you find difficult
understand, receive, believe or apply from the teachings we discussed so far
in the Sermon on the Mount?

2. Read Matthew 5:27-30.
What are your observations from these verses? How does Jesus make adultery
the baseline? What's the point being made?

What does Jesus’ strong language about goughing out your eye and cutting
off your hand tell you about the danger of hell?

Why is adultery such a big deal? While adultery and lust are two separate
things, what is true of both (think consequeces). What damages can adultery
do within a marriage, family, children, spiritually, emotionally, physically?

If you are able - has the Gospel set you free in this area? From adultery? Lust?
While these can be difficult to share - especially in mixed company - use your
discreation. How can God get the glory from your story?

3. Have you ever noticed a difference in what you look at and how you respond
when you are close to the Lord in reading and prayer? Why do you think so?

4. How have you been helped by others in the sin of lust? How can others help
you now? How can you help others?

5. We are surrounded by lustful messages, how do we guard our hearts and
remain pure?

6. We talk about following Jesus to get Jesus. How is Jesus a better reward
than anything else we chase after? Is He? Do you fully understand that? If He
is, how can that (resting in His power and strength) be what you need to stand
strong in the face of lust and other sin?

7. In your current struggle (or most recent) how should you respond? Resist?
Run? Repent? Will you do it? What's stopping you? Who can you talk to in
order to help stand strong?
