
1. As we’ve said, these teachings of Jesus can be difficult. What do you find
difficult understand, receive, believe or apply from the teachings about
divorce?

2. Read Matthew 5:31-32; 19:3-9.
What are your observations from these verses? What do you hear Jesus saying
clearly about divorce and remarriage? How does this align or conflict what you
believe?

What was the only exception Jesus gave for divorce? What does Paul say in
1 Corinthians 7:10-16 that also relates? Why are all other reasons not valid?

In what ways are Jesus’ words against divorce helpful to us as believers?

3. When a spouse is unfaithful, is divorce commanded or permissable? What’s
the difference? What do you believe is God’s ideal path forward?

If the unfaithful spouse is repentant, how can the Gospel be shown through a
reconciled marriage? What other benefits are there when a marriage is
reconciled?

Spiritually speaking, how has God responded to us (the Bride of Christ) in our
unfaithfulness to Him? How does this reveal His heart and love toward us?
What verses would you point to? What expereinces have you had in
unfaithfulness and God’s forgiveness and grace?

4. Jesus (and the Scriptures) teach that divorce should not be the norm in the
Kingdom of God. How can a church (and a LIFE group for that matter) do to
help marriages last and stand the tests that come?

5. Bigger picture, Jesus’ teaching on divorce comes right after his teaching
about lust. How are these two connected?

6. Put it all together: What was God’s design for marriage? How has it been
twisted by sin? How can Christ followers bring healing to marriage through the
Gospel? How will Christ restore marriage completely one day (cf. Revelation
19:7-9)?
