Why do you think that Jesus contrasts God with money as opposed to
something else? What about money makes it capable of being a master or a
“god” over people?

Is money able to provide satisfaction, security and stability? In what ways can
it? In what ways can it not? In what ways is God alone able to provide these
things?

3. Read 1 Timothy 6:17-19.
What instructions does Paul give in regards to money and our lives as Kingdom
people? Is money bad, good, neutral? How do you think you can lesson your
desire for money and earthly treasure and increase your desire for God and
heavenly treasure?

4. How is Jesus’ previous discussion about prayer and fasting connected to
Jesus’ teaching about treasures and money? How do prayer and fasting (or
lack thereof) affect what you treasure?
