
1. When it comes to making decisions in life, how do you usually decide what do to?

We learned that God’s Will in your life is more about who you are becoming and less
about the decisions you are making – what’s that mean? Does that mean I can make
decisions flippantly? Is God more concerned about my heart in the decision than the
decision itself?

2. Read James 4:13-17.
:: James presents us with 4 varying responses to the Will of God: Ignorance,
Obedience, Arrogance and Disobedience. Which one(s) have you experienced?
Which one are you currently living by?

:: Saying “if the Lord wills” is really an attitude of the heart. How can I cultivate that
kind of attitude in my heart and my way of life? How does prayer change me?
(consider Matthew 6:10).

When I am praying for God’s Will to be done, what am I saying?Why can we struggle
with praying God’s Will be done in our lives? How is that response potentially
reflecting a wrong view of God and displaying a faith that maybe is not real?

:: How can the Word of God reveal God’s Will? What does a person do if they want to
know if they should, for instance: take an open job position, move to a new location,
or choose a spouse? How can God’s Word help in discerning the Will of God? What
about prayer?

:: When we talk about God’s General Will for your life, what’s that mean? What about
God’s Specific Will, what’s that mean? How does living by God’s General Will for your
life help in discerning God’s SpecificWill for your life?

:: What can I specifically apply to my life this week that will help me to be obedient to
theWill of God?
