Why did Moses' first attempt to help the Hebrews fail? What were the practical, social, 

and spiritual reasons?

5. In what way is God's gracious mission in Jesus Christ also seen in the book of 

Exodus?

7. Why is the social mission sometimes a necessary precondition to the spiritual
