2. Read Exodus 15:22-17:7. 

a. Taken as a whole, this portion of Scripture focuses on three real-life experiences  

of the people of Israel.  Three lessons that would lead them to experience God’s 

provision, plan and transformation.  Take time working through these tests on the 

“Digging Deeper” Sheet. 

 

b. Thinking about Israel’s response to Moses (and the LORD), namely their grumbling 

and complaining, how does this response express their lack of faith in their leaders?  

When, if ever, is it ok to grumble and complain?  Is this kind of response of the Spirit 

or of the flesh?  How did God respond to their grumbling and complaining (note the 

LORD’s response in this passage as well as 1 Corinthians 10:10).  

 

c. Why do you think God provided manna to the children of Israel?  How would you 

respond  to someone who proposed a natural explanation for the manna and the quail? 

 

d. How did the provision teach Israel faith and trust?  How did it teach the Sabbath 

principle?  What can we learn from their experience? 

 

 

 

3. Can you think of a time in your life when God was faithful to you even though  

you questioned Him and grumbled against Him? 

 

 

 

4. How is our lifetime following Jesus as Lord similar to the journey the Israelites had 

in the wilderness to the Promised Land?  What do we mean when we speak of 

Sanctification?  In what sense is Sanctification a point in time and a process?  In what 

sense Sanctification active and in what sense is it passive?  Why are both necessary?
