1. When you were growing up, which parent was the disciplinarian?  
The "softy"?  Which one do you most resemble now in your 
relationships with your own children?  Are there times that you felt  
their judgement was misplaced and not just?  What similar experiences 
have you had with God? 
 
 
 
2. Read Romans 2:1-16 
Why are those who pass judgment on others actually condemning 
themselves?  What do they not understand about sin and judgment? 
 
 
How do we tend to take advantage of God’s kindness in our lives? 
What is God’s kindness meant to do? 
 
 
Paul states that eternal life will be given to those who seek it by 
"persistence in doing good" (v. 7).  How can this be reconciled with his 
teaching later in Romans (3:20-24, 3:28; 6:23) that salvation is a free 
gift and comes through faith, not works? (see Matthew 7:15-23, 
Galatians 5:6; James 2:26). 
 
 
Will those who have never heard of the Ten Commandments be 
condemned for breaking them?  Why or why not? (vv. 14-16) 
 
 
 
3. Read Romans 2:17-29 
Why do people who are “religious” need to take heed to these verses? 
Discuss the importance of the call, not for “behavior modification” but 
“heart transformation” in the life of a Christ follower.  Can someone  
truly be born again if they don’t have a heart change? 
 
 
 
4. In light of God’s judgement, how should we respond?  How should 
that affect our lives and choices today?
