1. When you first surrendered your life to Christ, what was your response to 
that reality (excitement, sorrow, joy, etc)?  How has it changed over the time 
you’ve been a Christ follower? 

 
 
2. Read Romans 8:1-13 
:: How does the reality that there is “no condemnation” - no future judgment 
coming - for you if you have been born again by faith in Christ?  How does 
that relate to Justification?  How does that, should that, truth motivate you to 
live in obedience, share your faith, etc.? 

 
 
:: These verses come as the climax of the preceding chapters.  What 
encouragement do you find in these verses as a Christ follower? 

 
 
:: We discussed Sunday that a person who is truly in Christ (a true believer) 
will have a new life - they will be transformed and in the process of 
transformation.  How have you seen God change your heart and life in the 
time you have been a Christ follower? 

 
 
:: We also mentioned that if there is no evidence of the Spirit in a person’s 
life, and no evidence of transformation, then maybe they’re not a believer. 
How do you respond to that? What verses could you point to in this chapter 
to back up your thoughts? 

 
 
:: Of the four “new” blessings / privileges in the life of a believer, which ones 
have you experienced? Which do you need to embrace, focus on, walk in? 

 
 
:: Paul talks about killing sin, starving the flesh and feeding the spirit in our 
lives (vv. 12-13).  How have struggled on this front?  Why do you believe it’s 
a struggle if you have the Power that raised Christ living in you (v.11)? 

 
 
 
3. What do you need to walk in this week, by God’s power in you, to be 
transformed in your thinking and in your life?
