1. How have you experienced God’s power and help in your life as you 
have walked through life as a Christ follower?  
 
 

2. Read Romans 8:26-30 
How does the Holy Spirit help us in our weakness? Paul is most likely 
making reference to the Holy Spirit “groaning” in prayer on our behalf 
because we, many times, don’t know how to pray for His will and for the 
times we often pray in a way that is not best for us; God the Holy Spirit is 
interceding for us to perfect our prayers. How does that impact your 
understanding of the text and the reality of the help we have? 
 
 

What comfort does verse 27 give believers about God’s intimate 
knowledge of you personally? 
 
 
Verse 28 is a very familiar verse to many. What significant truths is Paul 
expressing? What confidence can we have and how can we find comfort in 
these words? How is the story of Joseph a great example of this principle 
playing out in real life? (Genesis 37-50; 50:20) 
 
 

Verses 29-30 speak about God’s election of believers. Election can be 
defined: an act of God before creation in which he chooses some people to 
be saved, not on account of any foreseen merit in them, but only because 
of his sovereign good pleasure.  
What is your understanding of election and your response to the definition? 
Despite what you may have grown up being taught & believed, it’s 
important that we look to the Scriptures as our guide (that we would “take 
out” the meaning and not “read into” the meaning). What do the following 
verses (just a couple examples from Scripture) say about God’s election of 
saints:

 Ephesians 1:4-6 
 
 
 1 Thessalonians 1:4-5 
 
 

3. How does the Holy Spirit helping us, God leveraging all things for our 
good and for His glory and knowing that He has chosen you (if you’ve 
responded to the Gospel) to be His child impact your peace, joy, worship, 
love and life?
