2. Read Romans 12:17-21 
Paul makes a shift for Christ followers here from loving and serving those inside  
the church to loving those outside the church.  Why do you think Paul started here, 
with vengeance and enemies? 
 
Paul says that we are not to retaliate in the face of evil. Why are we prone to 
retaliate?  What does Jesus say about this (Matthew 5:38-42)?  What does this  
look like in our lives? 
 
What does it look like to walk out verse 18 in our lives towards those who don’t 
agree with us and/or don’t like us (or those we have a difficult time liking)? 
 
How does having an eternal perspective on our circumstances and our enemies  
help give us peace and remove the “need” or “desire” for vengeance? 
 
According to verse 20, what would be the hopeful outcome of blessing our enemies? 
How would you feel if your enemy came to faith in Jesus?  What if God wants to 
use you to lead them to Him? 
 
 

 
3. Jesus speaks plainly about enemies in Matthew 5:43-48. What profound 
teachings do you read? How can we walk in these by His power within us? 
 
 
 

4. What’s your reaction to this quote: “I really only love God as much as I love  
the person I love the least.” Do you agree? Any verses come to mind to back up  
this sentiment?
