Real-Life Discipleship 

 
1. Have you ever struggled to forgive someone? What made it difficult? 
 
 
2. Recount the events of Joseph’s life beginning in Genesis 37 where Joseph 
was left for dead, sold into slavery, wrongfully accused, and forgotten. How are 
you able to see the principle of Romans 8:28 play out in Joseph’s life? How 
would you have responded to each setback and offense? 
 
 
3. Read Genesis 50:15-21.  
How did Joseph respond to his brothers, and what does this reveal about his 
heart and what God was doing in him? 
 
Why do you think Joseph was able to forgive after everything he had been 
through? 
 
What do you think Joseph meant when he said, “You intended to harm me, but 
God intended it for good”? 
 
4. Why is forgiveness sometimes so difficult? What are some reasons people 
hold onto grudges? 
 
 
5. Is there someone in your life you need to forgive? What would it look like for 
you to take a step toward forgiveness this week? 
 
 
6. What happens when we refuse to forgive? How does it affect us emotionally, 
spiritually, and even physically? 
 
 
Challenge for the Week: 
— Identify one person you need to forgive. 
— Take one step toward forgiveness—whether it’s praying for them, writing 
them a letter (even if you never send it), or releasing the bitterness in your heart. 
— Share what you’re learning about forgiveness with someone you trust.
