Real-Life Discipleship 

1. Can you share a time when you faced a strong temptation?  How did you 
respond?  Why do you think temptation is so hard to resist at times? 
 

2. Read Genesis 39:1–10.  
What stands out to you about Joseph’s response to Potiphar’s wife’s 
advances? 
 

How did Joseph’s awareness of God’s presence influence his decision to 
resist temptation (v.9)? 
 

Why do you think Joseph chose to run rather than try to reason or resist 
through willpower alone? 
 

Joseph experienced immediate negative consequences for doing the right 
thing (being imprisoned).  How might fear of consequences prevent us from 
resisting temptation? 
 

3. What are some common temptations people face today (e.g., lust, greed, 
pride, comparison)? 
 

4. Joseph’s integrity came from his relationship with God.  How can growing 
closer to God strengthen your ability to resist temptation? 
 

5. Are there any “Potiphar’s wife” situations in your life—places, 
relationships, or habits—that you need to flee from?  When facing 
temptation, do you tend to fight it, avoid it, or give in?  How can you better 
prepare yourself to flee temptation? 
 

6. Joseph was aware that his actions weren’t just against Potiphar—they 
were against God.  How does seeing sin as an offense against God change 
your approach to temptation? 
 

7. What practical step can you take this week to guard yourself against 
temptation? 
 

8. How can your LIFE group encourage you in facing temptation and 
remaining faithful to God?  How can they help with accountability? 
 

9. If you’ve fallen into temptation recently, how can you experience God’s 
grace and restoration?
