1. When was the last time you had to choose between doing something 
easy and doing something right? What did you choose and why? How 
did surrendering to God’s plan for the situation factor in? 
 
 
2. Read Genesis 3:1–7 – The First Garden 
What stands out to you about the way the serpent tempted Eve? How did 
Adam and Eve assert their will over God’s will? What were the immediate 
results of their decision to disobey? 
 
 

How do we echo those same tendencies today? In what areas do people 
today still struggle to surrender control to God? As Christ followers, why 
do we struggle so much with sin when we’re called to walk in newness of 
life? 
 
 
3. Read Luke 22:39–46 – The Second Garden 
How does Jesus’ prayer in Gethsemane contrast with Adam and Eve’s 
decision in Eden? 
 
 

What does Jesus’ surrender teach us about facing fear, suffering, or 
temptation? 
 
 

Why do you think it was important that Jesus prayed, “Not my will, but 
Yours be done”? 
 
 

How have you seen the power of surrender in your own spiritual journey? 
 
 
 

4. What does “daily surrender” look like in real life? What’s one area of 
your life where God may be asking you to trust and release control? 
What fears or obstacles keep you from saying, “Not my will, but Yours  
be done”?
