Why or why not? What do you think hinders true, authentic worship  
to a God Who is worthy? 
 
 
4. When it comes to halal worship, what holds you back from 
expressing yourself fully in worship? How does David’s example of 
halal challenge the way you worship? 
 
 
5. What’s one practical step you can take to embrace halal in your 
worship this week? 
 
 
6. How could your LIFE group (and our church) create an 
environment where people feel free to worship without fear of 
judgment? 
 
 
 
Prayer Focus: 
Spend time in prayer, asking God to give you the courage to express 
praise freely. End by singing a worship song together and encourage 

everyone to respond with halal—whether through singing, raising 
hands, or even dancing.
