Real-Life Discipleship 

1. What’s the most comically bad day you’ve ever had? What helped you 
get through it? 
 
 
2. What’s your understanding of the word Barak, and how is it different 
from other forms of praise? Is this something you’ve experienced? How 
have you encountered / engaged with God and barak? 
 
 
3. Read Job 1:13–21.  
What stands out to you about how Job responded to loss? 
 
Why do you think Job’s first instinct was to worship? What does this tell 
us about his view of God? 
 
How do you think Job was able to say, “The Lord gave and the Lord has 
taken away; may the name of the Lord be praised” so soon after 
devastating loss? 
 
In verse 20, Job tears his robe and shaves his head—clear signs of 
grief—and yet falls in worship. What does this teach us about how grief 
and worship can exist together? 
 
Verse 22 says, “In all this, Job did not sin by charging God with 
wrongdoing.” What’s the difference between honestly expressing pain 
and wrongly accusing God? 
 
 
4. Read Psalm 34:1 and Habakkuk 3:17–19. What do these verses 
teach us about worship in hard times? 
 
 
5. When life gets hard, what’s your default response—worship or 
withdrawal? Why? 
 
 
6. What would it look like for you to practice Barak this week—at home, 
at work, or in your relationships? 
 
 
7. When difficulty hits this week, what’s one phrase or verse you can hold 
onto to help you respond with worship instead of worry?
