Real-Life Discipleship 

1. What fear has been following you recently? How have you noticed 
it showing up? How have you responded (fight, flight, freeze, or faith)? 
Why do you think that’s your default response? How have you 
struggled to respond in faith in the face of fear? 
 
 
2. Read Psalm 27 
David describes God as light, salvation, and stronghold. Which one of 
these descriptions do you most need to cling to right now, and why? 
Is there another description you cling to personally? 
 
In verse 4, David says his “one thing” is to dwell in God’s presence. 
What would it look like for you to seek God first in the midst of fear or 
anxiety this week? 
 
David ends with a call to “wait for the Lord.” What does it mean to 
wait with courage instead of worry? Where do you need to wait on 
God with hope? 
 
 
3. How does fear typically affect your decisions or your ability to trust 
God? Are you trying to carry or conquer fear on your own? What 
would trusting God practically look like in that area (prayer, releasing 
control, taking a step of obedience)? 
 
 
4. Can you think of a time when trusting God helped you overcome 
fear? What happened? 
 
 
5. Who in your life needs encouragement or truth in the face of fear? 
What’s one way you can come alongside them this week?  
 
 
6. What is one practical step you could take this week to trust God in 
an area where fear has been trying to keep you stuck? Consider 
writing down one fear and one truth from Psalm 27 that speaks to it 
and commit to reading Psalm 27:1 aloud each morning as a reminder 
of who God is.
