Real-Life Discipleship 

This week take time to work through the names of God as He has revealed 
Himself (specifically in the Old Testament). Which one(s) resonate with you 
right now? Which ones do you need to believe for your current situation? 
Which ones lead to a deeper relationship and communion with the LORD? 
 

1. Elohim – “God, Mighty Creator” (Genesis 1:1) 
Emphasizes God’s power as Creator of all things. 
 

2.Yahweh  – “I AM WHO I AM” (Exodus 3:14–15) 
God’s personal covenant name; self-existent, eternal, unchanging. 
 

3. El Elyon – “God Most High” (Genesis 14:18–20) 
Supreme ruler over heaven and earth. 
 

4. El Shaddai – “God Almighty” (Genesis 17:1) 
All-sufficient One, powerful to bless and sustain. 
 

5. Adonai – “Lord, Master” (Genesis 15:2) 
Signifies ownership, authority, and submission. 
 

6. Yahweh-Jireh (Jehovah Jireh) – “The Lord Will Provide” (Genesis 22:14) 
Revealed when God provided a ram in place of Isaac. 
 

7. Yahweh-Rapha – “The Lord Who Heals” (Exodus 15:26) 
Healer of physical, emotional, and spiritual needs. 
 

8. Yahweh-Nissi – “The Lord Is My Banner” (Exodus 17:15) 
Sign of victory, rallying point for His people. 
 

9. Yahweh-Mekaddishkem – “The Lord Who Sanctifies You” (Leviticus 20:8) 
God who makes His people holy and set apart. 
 

10. Yahweh-Shalom – “The Lord Is Peace” (Judges 6:24) 
Revealed to Gideon when God brought reassurance of peace. 
 

11. Yahweh-Sabaoth – “The Lord of Hosts / Armies” (1 Samuel 1:3) 
Commander of heaven’s angelic armies. 
 

12. Yahweh-Raah (Jehovah Rohi) – “The Lord Is My Shepherd” (Psalm 23:1) 
God as personal guide, protector, and provider. 
  
13. Yahweh-Tsidkenu – “The Lord Our Righteousness” (Jeremiah 23:6) 
God’s righteousness given to His people, fulfilled in Christ. 
 
14. Yahweh-Shammah – “The Lord Is There” (Ezekiel 48:35)
