1. What’s the most meaningful name you’ve ever been called (a 
nickname, family name, or title)? Why was it meaningful? 
 
 
2. Have you ever had someone mispronounce or misuse your name in a 
way that frustrated you? How did it feel? 
 
 
3. Read Exodus 20:7 and Matthew 6:9. 
What sticks out to you about God’s name and our response to His name? 
What stood out to you from Sunday’s message about the significance of 
God’s name? 
 
Exodus 20:7 warns us not to misuse God’s name. What do you think  
that means beyond using it as a curse word? 
 
Jesus teaches us to pray, “Hallowed be Your name” (Matthew 6:9). 
What does it look like in real life to “hallow” God’s name? 
 
 
4. Read Leviticus 19:12 and James 3:9–10. How do these verses 
deepen our understanding of honoring God with our words? 
 
 
5. Read Colossians 3:17. How does this verse connect honoring God’s 
name not just to our words but also to our actions? 
 
 
6. When you think about your own life, are you more likely to misuse 
God’s name with your words (what you say) or with your life (how you 
live)? Why? 
 
 
7. What’s one specific change you can make this week in how you speak 
that would honor God’s name? What’s one specific change you can  
make this week in how you live that would honor God’s name? 
 
 
8. How can we as a group help each other carry God’s name with honor  
in our families, workplaces, and community?
