3. What does it mean that “Jesus reached the spot, stopped, and 

looked up”? What does that reveal about Jesus? 

4. How does Zacchaeus respond to Jesus, and what does that show 

about the impact of being seen and pursued by Him? 

5. What do Jesus’ words in verse 10 teach us about His mission and 

the kind of King He is? 

 

Connecting to Application 

1. Who are the kinds of people we tend to overlook, ignore, or assume 

things about in our daily lives? 

2. Who is one person in your life right now that you may have been 

“walking past” without really seeing? What would it look like for you to 

“stop and move toward” that person this week in a practical way? 

3. As a group, how can we become more intentional about seeing and
